Drop Off and Pick Up: Thank you for following the directives to keep the school campus a safe place
for our students.

Parents, please, see that you child is “ready” to exit your car when you stop at the front
steps. Children who delay by putting on coats, fetching backpacks, etc, hold up the cars behind them
and constitute traffic tie up on nearby McElheny Road.

The safer drop off (for parents who want to exit their vehicles) is in the church parking
lot on Meadow Road. Unauthorized vehicles may not pull into the area around the school for morning
drop off. This is a safety issue. | am asking for your cooperation in this matter. We want to continue to
make it a “safe” place around our building for all of our students. Cars pulling in and out of the area
around the building, cutting through the lot, or going around cars that are stopped to let out students
increase the potential for accidents. Thank you for your cooperation in this matter.
